4. Send completed application, a letter of recommendation, and a budget of the proposed
project. Include a comprehensive explanation of the reason for the application and a
statement of intent. Applications must be post marked by April 6, 2009 and sent to

IFMC Adult Advisor Ruth Baker, 2521 E. Hayes St. Davenport, IA 52803. The IFMC

Board of Directors will review the applications. At the discretion of the Board of Directors, the
Award may be divided or not awarded if no applications meet said criteria.

5. A follow-up report, recital, or another appropriate presentation is required.

6. Recipients of Award of immediate past year are not eligible.
